The season started off with some weather fluctuations which 
influenced bud break and flowering and causing less and uneven 
loose bunches with small berries. Despite the challenges the wine 
shows good acidity levels and very nice flavour profiles. Phenolic 
ripeness occurred at lower sugar levels resulting in a lower alcohol 
wine.
